Trinity and Dunbar High School Students Win 2007 Kentucky “Battle of the Economic Champions” Competition, Will Travel to Chicago for Regional Championship
On March 28, 2007, eight teams of students from Lexington’s Paul Laurence Dunbar High School, Louisville’s Trinity High School and Holmes High School of Covington met at Kentucky Educational Television in Lexington to compete in the 2007 Kentucky “Battle of the Economics Champions.” At the end of the four-hour competition, a team of Dunbar students, led by teacher Angela Bullock, won the David Ricardo division and a team of Trinity students, led by teacher Dr. Thomas Zehnder, won the Adam Smith division.
The winning Dunbar team included Bullock and students Matthew Boian, Matt Henry, Jesse Higginbotham and Stefan Kendall. Trinity’s winning team included Zehnder and students David Baughman, Kyle Bloemer, Cody Nissen and Chris Nold. The two teams will travel to Chicago on April 23 for the Midwest Regional Economics Challenge. Following the Regional Challenge, the winners in the two divisions will meet in New York in May to battle for the national titles in their respective categories.
Offered by KCEE and sponsored by the National Council on Economic Education (NCEE) and the Goldman Sachs Foundation, the “battle” is a college bowl-like competition blending the excitement of an athletic event with the pursuit of excellence. The teams compete in two categories: the David Ricardo division, intended for students with one semester or less of economics, and the Adam Smith division, designed for students of Advanced Placement, honors, college credit or two-semester economics courses. The teams qualified for the Kentucky “Battle of the Economics Champions” after securing the top four rankings in the David Ricardo and Adam Smith divisions of the online Kentucky Economics Challenge.
NCEE and the Goldman Sachs Foundation created the National Economics Challenge in 2000 to promote student interest in economics, reinforce classroom instruction, advance academics and school spirit, and reward scholarship. The National Economics Challenge is one of several key initiatives in NCEE’s “Campaign for Economic Literacy,” which, among other things, seeks to focus public attention on the importance of economic literacy and the need for high-quality, standards-based economic curricula in every state.
