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Carr Elementary and Fulton High Schools’ Future Stockbrokers to Showcase Knowledge Gained from the Kentucky Council on Economic Education’s Take Stock in Kentucky and Stock Market Game Online Simulations
Louisville, Kentucky – On Monday, December 18, 2006, eight teams of students from Carr Elementary and Fulton High Schools’ River Consortium Quad-District Gifted Program in the Fulton Independent School District will respectively present what they learned as participants in the fall 2006 Take Stock in Kentucky and Stock Market Game online simulations. The event will start at 1:30 p.m. at Carr Elementary School, located at 400 West State Line, Fulton, KY. Administrators and parents are expected to attend.

The fall 2006 teams, made up of fourth through sixth-graders from Carr Elementary and seventh through ninth-graders from Fulton High, will present their stock market knowledge with Power Point presentations, portfolios, research, posters, graphs and skits. 
The Fulton-area students have been under the guidance of River Consortium Quad-District Gifted Education teacher DeAnna Miller.
“The Take Stock in Kentucky [program] is used to enhance math and economic core content as well as teach students about the economy and business world in the Commonwealth of Kentucky,” she says. “The Stock Market Game is used to include all of the items taught with the Take Stock in Kentucky game, as well as comparing stocks, ordering and converting fractions and decimals, analyzing algorithms for computing fractions, along with many other math application skills.”

Take Stock in Kentucky and the Stock Market Game is offered by the Kentucky Council on Economic Education (KCEE) and sponsored by Hilliard Lyons. Take Stock in Kentucky requires students to enroll in teams and manage a simulated investment portfolio for 10 weeks. Starting with a virtual cash account of $100,000, students strive to create the best-performing portfolio using a live-Internet trading simulation. Students research and evaluate Kentucky companies with the Take Stock in Kentucky program and national companies with the Stock Market Game. Students also analyze stock data and make investment decisions based on what they’ve learned. They work together in teams, developing leadership, organization, negotiation, and cooperation skills as they compete for the top ranking on portfolio equity.
Carr Elementary and Fulton High Schools are both recipients of part of a $300 Hilliard Lyons-sponsored 100+ Club school grant. The grant requires at least 100 students to participate in the Take Stock in Kentucky or the Stock Market Game programs. 
Paul Moretti, CFO of Hilliard Lyons, says, “Take Stock in Kentucky and the Stock Market Game offer children the opportunity to learn about a vital component of our economy in a fun and competitive environment, both of which (fun and competition) are important in our society.”
KCEE Vice President Susan Sandage agrees, adding that teachers benefit from not only Take Stock in Kentucky and Stock Market Game, but also from the Hilliard Lyons grants.

“Hilliard Lyons 100+ Clubs are a great opportunity for teacher teams to work together to enhance the reading, writing, math, and technology skills of their students,” she says.
