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Lexington Student Top-Ranked in National “InvestWrite” Essay Contest

Sts. Peter and Paul Eighth-Grader Alexandria Carlos Places 1st in the State Middle School Division


Louisville, Kentucky – Alexandria Carlos, an eighth-grade student at Lexington’s Sts. Peter and Paul School, recently netted a top spot in the “InvestWrite” essay contest, a national writing competition promoted in Kentucky by the Kentucky Council on Economic Education (KCEE) and nationally sponsored by the Foundation for Investor Education. Out of 11,138 total submissions, Carlos’ essay, “Go Public, Stay Private?” ranked first in the state middle school division.
Carlos’ essay, which explored the pros and cons of going public with her hypothetical private corporation, garnered a check for $100 while her math teacher, Nellie Poe, won a check for $50. Carlos and Poe will receive their awards in a special presentation at their school in February.
The Foundation for Investor Education’s “InvestWrite,” designed for grades four-12, is an essay contest open to classes participating in the Stock Market Game online investment simulation program. Donna C. Peterman, the Foundation’s chairman and senior vice president of PNC Financial Services Group, says that the “teacher-designed competition provides a critical tool in raising student awareness of the importance of savings and investing. This competition enables students to use analytical, research and writing skills in real-world situations.”

Susan Sandage, KCEE’s vice president agrees, saying, “The ‘InvestWrite’ essay competition offers a whole new dimension to the Stock Market Game, allowing students to use their thinking/writing skills to express their knowledge about various aspects of investing.”
