Eight teams of students from Lexington’s Paul Laurence Dunbar High School, Louisville’s Trinity High School and Holmes High School of Covington will meet at KET in Lexington to compete in the 2007 Kentucky “Battle of the Economic Champions.” Offered by KCEE and sponsored by the National Council on Economic Education (NCEE) and the Goldman Sachs Foundation, the “battle” is a college bowl-like competition blending the excitement of an athletic event with the pursuit of academic excellence. Following the Regional Challenge, the winners in the two divisions will meet in New York in May to battle for the national titles in their respective categories.
