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The River Consortium Quad-District Gifted Program Receives $300 Hilliard Lyons Grant for Stock Market Education Program from the Kentucky Council on Economic Education

Grant allows newly accepted Hilliard Lyons 100+ Club schools to support the participation of 30 teams in the fall 2006 Take Stock in Kentucky and Stock Market Game 
Louisville, Kentucky – On September 20, 2006, the Kentucky Council on Economic Education (KCEE) awarded a $300 Hilliard Lyons-sponsored grant to the River Consortium Quad-District Gifted Program to support 30 teams in both the fall 2006 Take Stock in Kentucky online investment simulation and the Stock Market Game.

The Hilliard Lyons 100+ Club school grant program, which began in December 2004, requires at least 100 students to participate in the Take Stock in Kentucky or the Stock Market Game programs. The River Consortium Quad-District Gifted Program has 122 students from seven classes playing the Stock Market Game and Take Stock in Kentucky under the guidance of Gifted Education teacher DeAnna Miller. 

Since the River Consortium Gifted Program is in its first year, this is the first time the Stock Market Game or Take Stock in Kentucky has been used in the quad-district schools, Miller says.

“The Take Stock in Kentucky [program] will be used this semester at Carlisle County Elementary School in grades four and five, at Carr Elementary in grades four, five and six, and at Fulton County Elementary in grades four, five and six,” Miller explains. “This game will be used to enhance math and economic core content as well as teach students about the economy and business world in the Commonwealth of Kentucky.”

The Stock Market Game will be used with middle and high school students at Carlisle County Middle School, Fulton High School and Hickman County High School, according to Miller.

“This game will be used to include all of the items taught with the Take Stock in Kentucky game as well as comparing stocks, ordering and converting fractions and decimals, analyzing algorithms for computing fractions, along with many other math application skills,” Miller says.

The grants, offered to public and private schools (grades four-12), will pay the fees up to $300 for team participation in either the Stock Market Game or Take Stock in Kentucky, and will include a set of teacher resources valued at $50. The programs are offered each fall and spring semester and the fee is $10 per team.

Take Stock in Kentucky, an offshoot of the Stock Market Game, encourages students to learn about businesses in Kentucky as they learn about investing for their futures.

Paul Moretti, CFO of Hilliard Lyons, says, “Take Stock in Kentucky and the Stock Market Game offer children the opportunity to learn about a vital component of our economy in a fun and competitive environment, both of which (fun and competition) are important in our society.”
KCEE Vice President Susan Sandage agrees, believing that teachers benefit as well.

“Hilliard Lyons 100+ Clubs are a great opportunity for teacher teams to work together to enhance the reading, writing, math, and technology skills of their students,” she says.

The impact of the Stock Market Game and Take Stock in Kentucky is far-reaching: The programs had a total participation of 10, 549 students in the last school year.
“Children are like sponges that absorb everything that comes their way,” Moretti reflects. “The earlier we can get children involved in economic and financial education, the better they will be prepared to become productive members of our society and develop an entrepreneurial spirit that is critically needed in our communities.”
