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Reidland High School’s Student Stockbroker Teams Take the Gold in the Fall 2006 Stock Market Game Online Simulation

Louisville, Kentucky – In a region fast becoming known as a fertile learning ground for investment-savvy students, it was announced on December 18, 2006 that two McCracken County student teams recently placed first and fifth in the top 10 rankings of the statewide fall 2006 Stock Market Game online simulation. With both teams hailing from Reidland High School and led by teacher Teresa Strickland, the first place team also won the western regional high school student team category.
The two Reidland High School teams’ respective portfolios were valued at $131,594.42 and $120,095.76. The first place team finished 22.9258% above the S&P 500 and the fifth place team finished 11.4271% above the S&P.

Offered by the Kentucky Council on Economic Education (KCEE) and funded statewide by Hilliard Lyons, the Stock Market Game counted 643 teams of 2,475 students and 47 teachers in Kentucky as participants in the fall session. 
Another 317 teams of 1,519 students took part in the Take Stock in Kentucky online simulation, a Kentucky-oriented version of the Stock Market Game, with five McCracken County teams winning five places in the fall 2006 top 10 rankings.
The interactive and interdisciplinary Stock Market Game program requires students to enroll in teams and manage a simulated investment portfolio for 15 weeks. Starting with an imaginary cash account of $100,000, students strive to create the best-performing portfolio using a live-Internet trading simulation. Students research and evaluate companies and stock data and make investment decisions based on what they’ve learned. They work together in teams, developing leadership, organization, negotiation and cooperation skills as they compete for the top ranking on portfolio equity—and winning cash awards of $300 (1st place), $200 (2nd place) or $100 (3rd place), plus $50 for a pizza party.

Paul Moretti, CFO of Hilliard Lyons, says, “Take Stock in Kentucky and the Stock Market Game offer children the opportunity to learn about a vital component of our economy in a fun and competitive environment, both of which (fun and competition) are important in our society.”
KCEE Vice President Susan Sandage agrees.
“[KCEE] hopes this experience was enlightening for students and provided a real-world aspect to investing for their futures,” she says.

Take Stock in Kentucky, developed by KCEE using the Stock Market Game simulation, is an online program with students researching and investing only in companies headquartered in Kentucky, with state offices or subsidiaries, or in companies that are of special interest to the economy of Kentucky. Teams of two to six students build portfolios of Kentucky investments starting with $100,000 in imaginary funds over a period of 10 weeks. 
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
